NEW PLAYGROUNDS IN CCV 
A huge “Thank You” goes out to everyone who 
participated in the community-build event of the 
Sunset Park playground on September 15, 2007.  
Nearly fifty residents of all ages showed up to work 
side by side with a professional installation crew. 
District management consultants, staff from 
Recreation Plus / Little Tikes Commercial, and 
members of the Board of Directors also volunteered 
their time.  Food and refreshments were generously 
provided by Cherry Creek Vista HOA to support the 
volunteers. 
 
The playground replacement was made possible in part by a grant from Great Outdoors Colorado in the 
amount of nearly $34,000 for play equipment. Old asphalt trails at Sunset and Orchard Parks were also 
replaced with smoother and more durable concrete last summer with assistance of a $25,000 grant from 
Arapahoe County Parks, Trails, and Open Space.  
 
The District applied for a $68,000 grant from Great Outdoors Colorado to replace the playground at 
Orchard Park this summer. Award notifications will be sent out in June. The District plans to use the 
community-build model for some of the playground equipment and surfacing installation. If you would 
like to participate as a volunteer, act a volunteer coordinator, or be part of the event in any way, please 
contact the District manager at R.S. Wells, LLC 303.779.4525.

ELECTION 
The District will conduct a mail-ballot election for two four-year terms. Please check your mailboxes for 
ballot. All ballots must be received by 7:00 PM on Tuesday May 6, 2008 to be counted. 
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PROPERTY TAX REDUCTION 
Even though the Board must continue to do more with less in the very tight General Fund, the Debt 
Service Fund has a surplus. The Debt Service Fund pays for the bonds used to construct the swimming 
pool, the brick fence, and other capital projects since 2002. Due to the terms of the bonds, early debt 
retirement is not yet an option. Therefore, the Board of Directors has elected to reduce the surplus by 
reducing the mill levy on the debt service fund by one point in 2008. This translates to approximately $40 
in lower property taxes for a house valued at $500,000.  
 
PET WASTE 
All owners are required to clean up after their pets. Pet waste smells, can spread germs, 
and can get into the Cherry Creek Reservoir via storm drainage if not properly disposed. 
Pet waste also is a problem for landscape crews and increases the cost of our landscape 
maintenance. There are waste pick-up dispensers located in each of our parks and on the 
south side of Orchard Road. If a dispenser is empty or damaged, please contact Cecil 
Slaughter. Owners are also reminded to keep their pets on-leash at all times in District 
parks and trails for the safety and comfort of other users. 
 
VANDALISM 
Vandalism also increases the cost of maintaining our parks by damaging play equipment, making graffiti, 
etc. Talk to your kids about not committing vandalism and encourage them to report any vandalism. If 
you witness vandalism or see areas that need repair, please contact Cecil Slaughter.     
 
PARK AND LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE 
In 2008, certain services recommended by our landscape contractor, 
Brickman Group, have been restored, but several other recommended 
services remain shelved due to a tight 2008 general operations budget. The 
watering and mowing of the parks and right-of-ways will be reduced. You 
may see browning of the grass, but we will monitor it to keep it from dying. In summary, it may be a 
tough year for our parks and right-of-ways. 
 
We need YOUR HELP in monitoring our parks. If you see an irrigation leak or other problem, please 
contact Cecil Slaughter at the number below. Cecil has graciously agreed to be our contact for this year 
because we also to have to cut down on the use of our management company. To reduce expenses, 
residents no longer should call RS Wells directly for questions or concerns. Please call Cecil Slaughter

TENNIS COURTS 
Locks will be changed at all three District tennis facilities the first week of June 
this year. New keys are $25 for residents and $50 for non-residents members of the 
CCV Pool.  Please show your old tennis key to get a $15 rebate on the purchase of 
a new key. Keys need to be replaced annually.  
 
To get your new key, stop by the pool office during normal pool hours after Memorial Day weekend. 
Courts are designed for tennis only. Skateboards, bicycles, rollerblades, pets, etc. are not allowed on the 
tennis courts. Please be courteous and keep use to one hour per court when others are waiting.

THE DISTRICT 
Cherry Creek Vista Park & Recreation District owns and maintains six tennis courts, a swimming pool, four parks, 
and four playgrounds. The District also maintains 2.6 miles of county right-a-way along Havana and Orchard streets 
and 2.6 miles of brick fence.   
 
The Board hires professional consultants and contractors to assist it managing the District’s operations. M.P.M. 
Recreation & Management is the pool manager. The Brickman Group performs landscape maintenance of the parks 
and right-of-ways based on the funds available as allotted by the Board. R.S. Wells, LLC, Dawn Schilling CPA, and 
Grimshaw & Harring, P.C. provide district management, accounting services, and legal counsel respectively. 
 
The district is separate from the homeowner’s associations in the area which are managed by different boards and 
which have different functions within the community. 
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
